The Red Snapper Inn located in Surfside Beach
Texas is well worth the drive. It is located 18 miles
from Terramar Beach on FM 3005 just before you
get to the bridge going to Freeport. The Red
Snapper Inn is a casual seafood restaurant with a
Greek and Louisiana flavor. The Red Snapper was
opened in 1987 by Ivan Stathopoulos. In the last
year his son in law, Lin Biar, has taken over running
the restaurant. The only change has been they now
accept credit cards.

We have been going to the Red Snapper for years
and have never had a bad meal. All their food is
fresh and the prices are very reasonable. The meal
price includes a dinner salad, vegetable of the day, a
potato choice (home fries or baked). and fresh
baked bread. Their home fries, cut like potato chips,
are special. We always order them crispy.

Some of our favorite dishes are the seafood platter
($16.95), soft shell crabs, and red snapper
Ponchartrain ($16.95- Saturday only). For the non-
seafood lover, they have a 14 oz rib eye. chicken
fried steak, and spaghetti with Greek meatballs.
They also have a children’s menu.

Service is usually very good and the place is large,
so normally you do not have to wait very long for a
table. It can get crowded on a Saturday night.
However, they have a large waiting room with
seats. There is plenty of parking. Their phone
number is 976-239-3226 and their web site is
http://redsnapperinn.com/.

Overnight Spinach Pasta Salad

Day 1 ingredients:

2 C. Penne Pasta, uncooked
1/3 C. Olive Qil

3-4 garlic cloves, minced

1 bunch of fresh basil

1 tsp. salt

Ya tsp. black pepper

Cook pasta, rinse and drain. Blend olive oil,
garlic, basil, salt and pepper in a food
processor. Add to pasta and refrigerate
overnight.

Day 2 ingredients:

1 (10 oz.) pkg. fresh spinach, coarsely
shredded

%2 C. chopped walnuts

¥4 C. grated parmesan cheese

1/3 C. mayonnaise

Mix walnuts, parmesan and mayonnaise into
pasta mixture until well blended. Toss in
spinach. Yield: 4-6 servings.
I used almonds (toasted) instead of walnuts
(just because I'm not big on walnuts) and |
don’t shred the spinach.

The long awaited Golf Cart
Ordinance has been drafted by City
staff and will soon come to Council.
The ordinance, as currently written,
allows golf carts to access the beach
anywhere that vehicles are allowed.
That position is reflected in the
ordinance because the General Land

Office (GLO), to date, has
consistently taken the position in all
discussions and written

correspondence that the City of
Galveston cannot allow golf carts
where vehicles are currently
prohibited. From previous
discussions with Land Office staff,
allowing golf carts where other
vehicles are prohibited is viewed as
discriminating against the general
beach visitor that does not live here
and does not have a golf cart. With
the establishment of several
businesses for rental of golf carts on
the west end, | would argue that the
general public has access to golf
carts for beach going if they choose
to rent one for that purpose.

| will join the City Manager and staff
members later this week for a
conference call with Commissioner
Patterson to once again discuss this
issue. Even though golf carts are
considered vehicles under the State
Traffic Code, they are “beach
friendly” vehicles in a much different
class than passenger cars and
trucks, and do not cause damage to
the beach or dunes, cannot speed to
the point of endangering pedestrians
and sunbathers. | understand the
desire to be able to access the
beach with fishing gear, lawn chairs
and umbrellas, ice chests and other
equipment for an outing and want to
make that access available along
any section of beach.

If the GLO lifts their objection, then
the ordinance, as currently drafted,
can be changed to lift the limit on

Council

areas that can be accessed. If the |
GLO continues to limit golf carts to |
the areas where vehicles are
allowed, the City would need to
amend the Beach Access Plan.
Amending the Beach Access Plan
would be a lengthy process. Please
stay alert to future information that
may include requests for you to
contact the GLO with your position
on this issue.

At the present time, it is anticipated
that the golf cart ordinance will come
to City Council for discussion and
vote on Thursday, March 13", | will
confirm that date with local groups
so that they can plan to be present to
support the ordinance.

Sewer installation in Sea Isle is
nearing completion. Crews will
begin in Terramar Beach as soon as
the Sea Isle project is complete.
During the construction process
there will be periods of temporary
inconvenience for residents. | would
like to stress the word “temporary”
with a focus on the end result.
Sanitary sewer for Terramar followed
by the complete street overlays and
drainage improvements. These are
long awaited and much needed
infrastructure improvements for the
Terramar area.
