MONTHLY RESTAURANT REVIEW

Seaside Bistro

BOI's have probably already discovered this little
"diamond in the rough”, but for those of us
somewhat new to the island, this little restaurant
might as easily be missed....and dismissed.

Located between Café Michael Burger and The
Captain's Table, Seaside Bistro is tucked on the
end of a strip center along side a convenience
store and Lemon Tree Shaved Ice, If you don't
know it's even there, you are going to miss some
great food,

Ambiance wise, it's just not quite up to “bistra”
standards with a hodge podge of décor. Framed
art is everywhere on the walls and much of it
relates to the Galveston events like the Mardl Gras
and Dickens on the Strand. Several Texas
Restaurant Assoclation plaques awarding the
restaurant as “Best South American”: Best Couch
Potato” and "Best Dessert are proudly displayed.
A little face of a Harp Seal nicely framed stares at
what might be table 3. There are only 10 tables.
A local weather station is constant on the
television with soft rock playing in the background.
Tables have tablecloths on them, but crowned
with glass for easy cleanup. Patrons seem to
know one another or are easlly drawn to share
greetings.

Opened In 2004, Kristine Garbo, owner, started with
What's Cookin in Kemah, which opened in 1989.
Chefs Alberto & Jaime are still with her at Seaside
Bistro. They tout the restaurant as a "unique
European style eatery”,

Well...okay. But amblance aside, this restaurant
knows food. Having had the Eggs Benedict and the
Eggs Nouvelle Orleans Eggs Benedict, on a previous
visit, we knew breakfast was a treat. I decided to try
the Seafood Crepes (eggs, shrimp, scallops and
crabmeat with a Mornay sauce and fruit garnish. Ron
had the regular Eggs Benedict, since last time, he had
the Orleans which had crabmeat in it. I thought his
benedict was a little overpowered by the crabmeat,
but hands down the Eggs Benedict rocks. MNormally,
he puts catsup on his roasted potatoes, but they were
so good, he decided against It. My crepe was
enormous, but just a little dry. It had a white sauce,
but the crepe just soaks it up. And again, the
abundance of seafood overpowers the flavor. When
craving Eggs Benedict, this will be our place. 1
envision us walking in each morning we go and the
order goes in before we hit the table. Breakfast pricing
averages around $9.00 per person. Brunch runs from
10am to 3pm.

There are so many dishes that sound wonderful.
Truitt's Award Winning Chill is priced at $2.95 cup and
$5.95 for a bowl. Seafood Bisque and Goulasch are
also featured. A variety of sandwiches, like a
Louisiana Po-Boy and a Reuben that jumped off the
menu.. For seafood lovers, Talapia Vera Cruz and
Chicken Monaco stuffed with crabmeat and topped
with shrimp and artichokes that looked intriguing. And
let’s not forget dessert....Bread Pudding with Rum
Sauce and Apple or Cherry Strudel.....yummmm... as
if there's room considering the large portions.

German food lovers can also enjoy a sausage sampler
for $8.95 or a house specialty called Schlaplatte which
is a feast of bratwurst, wienerwurst and pork roast
with green onions, Lunch and dinner prices run
anywhere from $13.95 to $21.95.

If you just want to order a treat or get something to
take home, the stuffed Jalapenos are awesome. Very
large and delicious.

Seaside Bistro also caters weddings, beach parties,
meetings and dinners.




LLOYD PEPPER'S MONTHLY
FISHING REPORT

Will this wind ever stop? If you aren’t
standing on the dock with rod in hand
when it slows to 10-15 mph, you are out
of luck! We need some rain badly now.
Two weeks ago there were some nice
fish taken along the south shoreline late
in the day until dark. On Tuesday the
22" from daylight until 9 AM, the sand
flats near the Pass were very good, but
up popped the wind and the water
sanded up. Night fishing in the canals
has been good with the best fish coming
in around 11 PM and later.

I have seen several small trout and reds
dead in the canal lately. Remember the
minimum size for trout is 16 inches and
20 inches for reds. Try not to handle
fish too long. There are grips on the
market to help hold fish. Also, redfish
have sharp gill plates that will cut. Trout
and flounder have teeth that will get you.
Please release the small ones!

BIRD OF THE MONTH

May's Bird of the Month is our official
Island Bird, the Reddish Egret. It can be
dark or white, it runs after its piscine
prey, it uses its wings to make shade for
unsuspecting fish to hide in, and breeds
nearby on spoil islands in West Bay.

In spring, Reddish Egrets have pink
bases to their bills and cobalt blue legs.
They display with shaggy necks and
look almost ferocious chasing fish.

This species is seen over much of the
Island, but the white morph is most
common in the Bay at San Luis Pass.
They are nonmigratory, but thin out in
late winter.
